How does a person request a review by the Medicare Administrative Contractor that handled the claim?

A reconsideration request must be made in writing and filed at a Social Security Administration or the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services office, or in the case of a qualified Railroad Retirement beneficiary, filed at a Railroad Retirement Board office. The request must be filed within six months of receipt of the notice of the initial determination, unless an extension of time for filing the request is granted.

The parties to a reconsideration determination are entitled to written notice specifying the reasons for the decision and advising them of their right to a hearing if the amount in question is $100 or more.
